For the reopening exhibition, around 40
masterpieces from the Borghese Gallery in
Rome will be on display. The foundation of this
famous collection was laid by Cardinal Scipione
Borghese (1577-1633), an admirer of Renaissance
painters and patron of many artists of his time
including Caravaggio, Bernini, and Rubens.
Nearly 400 years later, the Borghese Gallery
remains a symbol of the economic and cultural
prosperity of the Eternal City during the 16" and
17t centuries.
